September 7, 2011

Executive Board Meeting Minutes

Kevin Ferry, Dave Lowrey, Jackie Pike, Marc Sampson, EdVan Walraven, and Dave Waller were present.

The meeting was held at the Double Tree Hotel in Westminster, Colorado.  President Dave Lowrey called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m.

Dues:  There was discussion about raising member dues.  This was introduced at the May meeting and the following dues schedule was recommended:  Class A member $50.00, Class B member $20.00, Class S member $30.00 and Professional member $100.00.  The yearly rate that includes lunches could change based on costs.  Rates will be discussed at the September meeting.  A vote of the membership will be taken in September or November per their directive.

Income generation:  Ideas were discussed with regard to fundraising for FMAC.  Ideas included selling t-shirts, hats, and/or medallions (coins) that members can purchase.  Coins could also be made as gifts for speakers or members who make significant contributions to FMAC.
The Code Prep Class has been our major money-maker in the past.  We will offer the class again this year to prepare students for the 2012 Code.  There was discussion about offering a specialty class and to get ideas from the membership on topics.  This class could be presented in different parts of the State.  There was also discussion about doing a plans examiner prep class—similar in concept to the Fire Code Prep Class.
IFC Prep Class:  The previous cost for the class was $100.00.  Since the last class, FMAC’s cost has increased significantly.  Dave L. will talk to Ben Greene to see if he is still interested in organizing the class and if he will charge for his services.  Location preferences for the class will be discussed at the general meeting in September.  Technically, it should be offered in the South part of Denver, but it would be nice to have it be more central.  Possible locations could include Evergreen, Golden, South Metro, or North Washington.

Educational Institute:  The Educational Institute will be held from March 5-9, 2012.  Kevin will contact Garcia’s to schedule the FMAC Social.  The tentative Fire Code line-up is:

Email:  Dave Lowrey was contacted by a private company asking to get our email distribution list.  There was discussion about whether our list should be shared.  It was determined that we want to keep our list private and that we should write a FMAC Privacy Policy.  When the policy is written it will be posted on the website.
Fire Drills:  The State has a policy statement for fire drills where it allows two drills/school year to be substituted for another type of drill (e.g. lock down).  The substitution is at the discretion of the school district.  We need to get clarification from the State on this policy and then discuss it with the membership.  There is concern about the first drill of the school year being substituted for another type of drill.  Dave L. will email Steve Stokes to see if he will be at the September meeting.

Licensing of Institutional Occupancies:  There has been a problem with enforcement during the licensing process for I Occupancies.  We need to work with Kevin Klein or Steve Stokes on this issue.  FMAC needs to team up with ICC on this—Dave L. will contact Shawna and Steve.
Elections:  The President and Secretary positions are up for re-election in November.  We will need to ask for a volunteer to be the election nomination chair.  Jerry Stricker has done this in the past.  Dave and Jackie are both willing to run for these positions again.

Other:  Dave L. will attend the State Meeting on Thursday, September 15 regarding the rules for sprinkler fitters.

There is a Code Action Committee meeting in Illinois on September 20-21.  There are concerns about the logistics and procedures for these committees.  Marc Sampson offered to attend the meeting.  He felt that other agencies are also concerned about the proposed procedures and he would not be the only representative there to voice concern.  The E-Board voted to approve the expenses for Marc to attend the meeting.  The cost shouldn’t be more than $750.00 total.
FMAC is now in support of the fire alarm supervision amendment in NFPA 72.  The revision reads well and is very clear with regard to dispatching procedures.

Comments are due in March for the NFPA 10 Task Group.  More information will be forthcoming.
